The h t i - A p a r t h e i d  Movement i s  appeal ing t o  t h e  B r i t i s h  
people no t  t o  buy South Af r ican c l o t h i n g  and t e x t i l e s .  
This appeal i s  made on beha l f  o f  t h e  b lack  m a j o r i t y  i n  
South A f r i c a  and Namibia who a re  governed by a  regime which 
bel ieves i n  i n s t i t u t i o n a l i s e d  rac ism - apartheid, and has 
been described by the  Uni ted Nat ions as a  "crime against  
humanity". 

This apar the id  system not  only denies the  b lack  m a j o r i t y  
the r i g h t  t o  p a r t i c i p a t e  i n  t h e  governing of t h e i r  country 
but contro ls ,  degrades and d i sc r im ina tes  against  them by 
the use of over 100 r a c i s t  laws. 

Many B r i t i s h  companies choose t o  e x p l o i t  t he  apar theid 
system and the  cheap b lack  labour fora i t  creates by 
making huge p r o f i t s .  Such i s  t h e  case of companies impor t i ng  
South Af r ican c lo thes  and t e x t i l e s .  These imports  have r i s e n  
from Â£1. m i l l i o n  i n  1974 t o  Â£.l m i l l i o n  i n  1983.
