Opinion polls have shown that the majority of British 
people support the call for sanctions. Nelson Mandela 
hasa message for Bri tish trade unionists :"The struggle 
against apartheid must continue until apartheid is 
finally dismantled. Let us intensify the campaign for 
sanctions until final victory is won". . 

But the British Government has stubbornly refused to 
answer this call, and has already dropped some sanc- 
tions. But sanctions remain a vital means of pressure 
until fundamental and irreversible change has been 
carried out in South Africa. It is apartheid that must go.
